	This study had two purposes. One purpose involved an examination of the process of creating and implementing an educational World Wide Web site designed to supplement an existing course. The second purpose measured students' rate of adoption of computer support tools, in particular the model class Web site. The latter was adapted from a study at the University of Calgary by Cote (1998). The Cote study measured students' rate of adoption of the same computer support tools and a computerized histology program.

This study provides current and future faculty at the postsecondary level a model to use in supplementing their courses with some on-line content. A complete template is available for faculty use in supplementing their classes with their own content on the World Wide Web. This study also provides some ideas about which type of student benefits the most from using a class Web site.

This study concluded that the class Web site is a feature that students use and appreciate. Students use computer resources for things they want to, more than the things they have to, and students want faster access to information. Students are more clearly divided on the basis of their abilities, attitudes, and beliefs than on demographics as to their views of computer support tools and the class Web site. This study shows the importance of knowing what the abilities, attitudes, and beliefs of students are in a class. Just knowing that juniors will be taking a particular class does not provide enough information to justify heavy use of a class Web site.
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
