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LATIN AMERICAN VISITING RESOURCE PROFESSOR PROGRAM


CLAIS is pleased to announce a new program of LATIN AMERICAN VISITING RESOURCE PROFESSORS funded by a Vanderbilt Enhancing Graduate Education grant.  This program will fund two distinguished Latin American scholars, politicians, or writers per year to come to Vanderbilt for approximately four weeks to participate in a graduate seminar, offer a non-credit special topic seminar, and to interact more widely with graduate students.  

Candidates for the Visiting Resource Professorship (VRP) will be nominated each year by Vanderbilt faculty members from any department or school; faculty members will have to demonstrate how the nominated scholar will contribute to a graduate course the faculty member is teaching during the proposed semester.  The VRP will be in charge of a designated number of seminar sessions, assigning readings for those sessions, and leading class discussion.  In departments where students have sufficient proficiency in Spanish or Portuguese, the class should be conducted in that language to promote a much-needed “languages across the curriculum” approach. We especially encourage the nomination of scholars whose work transcends several disciplines, making the proposed seminars compelling for students in related fields and thus promoting the sort of interdisciplinary cross-fertilization so crucial to making our graduate students’ work more competitive in the marketplace.  


The VRP will also offer a special-topics, non-credit graduate seminar on a subject of his or her choice.  This special seminar will meet 2-3 times during the VRP’s stay at Vanderbilt.  This will give graduate students who are not enrolled in the relevant class an opportunity to meet with the scholar as well; we encourage these special seminars to be as interdisciplinary as possible so that the greatest range of graduate students could reap the benefits.


The VRP’s salary will be negotiated within the range of $6,000-$10,000.  She or he will be responsible for obtaining a valid work visa, paying all relevant federal taxes, and securing health insurance during his or her stay in the United States.  CLAIS will supply a housing allowance of up to $2500; the nominating faculty member will be expected to help the VRP secure furnished housing (with CLAIS help).  CLAIS will cover visa application fees, but again the nominating faculty member is expected to help the VRP in obtaining all necessary paperwork for the visa.  CLAIS will cover one roundtrip airfare for the VRP.  Nominating faculty members should explore the availability of their candidates before submitting an application.  It is also expected that nominating faculty members will obtain any necessary approvals from their departments and schools to offer the proposed seminar and to have to be open to as wide of a range of students as possible.
