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	Abstract (Document Summary)

	Faculty in higher education are frequently involved in entrepreneurial activities. This is especially true when they develop new curriculum or new methodologies for classroom presentation. The use of the World Wide Web for course delivery is a prime example of a new methodology.

The purpose of this study was to analyze student success in a Web-based introduction to computers based on student-reported perceptions of computer preparation, academic skills, and confidence. The study also examined student reaction to the Web-based course at the conclusion of the course. The study was born out of a failed experiment to conduct an introduction to computers course on the Web.

I designed an assessment tool exclusively for this study to identify student perceptions of their computer preparation, academic skills, and confidence. This survey was developed as a result of reviewing relevant literature, incorporating my research questions, obtaining input from other computer faculty, and from my own experience in designing a Web-based course.

A second survey was administered to the students who completed the course. This second survey was developed as a result of relevant literature and my own experience doing end-of-course evaluations.

The study revealed that many students entering college today have significant computer skills. These students are well prepared to take Web-based courses and already have the skills taught in an introductory computer course. The findings suggest that high school students today have significant access to computer technology.

Recommendations include the reevaluation of computer literacy courses at colleges and universities to ensure they are providing new and useful skills for new college students. In addition, colleges and universities should be developing more Web-based courses throughout the curriculum to take advantage of the multimedia nature of the Web and the established skills of the students.
